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PSB does its bit for bhajans

We often come across old-timers who start
nagging the new generation for forgetting their
traditions and adopting the western lifestyle. But
how many of them are honestly bothered about
preserving our cultural values? Perhaps, we need
to have more programmes on our culture by hold-
ing frequent shows and involving the youth like
we do for various fashion and pop shows.

The Punjab and Sind bank, had decided to
popularise Hindustani Devotional Music and set
up a unique institution of Devotional Music Ar-
chive in Green Park branch in 1995. The institu-
tion is working hard not only to preserve devo-
tional music, but also to impart education in this
field, totally free of cost. The working style of
this archive is also unique. The Punjab and Sind
Bank advertises in various newspapers, seeking
contributions from the public in the form of old
cassettes, LPs (long players) and tapes, The pub-
lic response has been tremendous. At present,
there are more than 700 cassettes of shabads and
bhajans in the archive.

The institution has its own infrastructure
for recordings. The public has been granted facil-
ity to get free recordings of their own choice from
the archive. The oldest one is the collection of
shabads by Bhai Samund Singh which was re-

corded in 1908. Other renowned artistes whose
audio recordings have been preserved here include
Bhai Santa Singh, Bhai Surjit Singh, Bhai Gopal
Singh, Pt Bhim Sen Joshi, Pt Jasraj and M.S.
Subhalaxmi, "Apart from contributions, All In-
dia Radio has proved to be very helpful," says
Prof. Paramjit Singh who has been assigned the
duty to preserve rare tapes and to impart educa-
tion in classical music.

Moreover, music enthusiasts can even
learn different instruments provided at archives
for free. Prof Paramjit Singh, Who was earlier a
lecturer in music and later joined the bank serv-
ice, told that he takes music classes every day.
The professor goes on to say: "Thre is no stop-
ping any music lover, all kinds of people young
and old come here, and more than 400 students
have been enrolled so far." He also said that the
bank is planning to transfer the tapes and records
to compact dises.

But amidst the new revolution of latest TV
channels, rap, pop and rock music, is the younger
lot prepared to listen to dovotional music'? May
be, if it is taught and promoted in an interesting
way like this bank has done.

Keertan Meditation

Kirtan is singing of the scripture and Lord's
praises in the Guru's presence. It is a part and par-
cel of the congregational services in Sikhism, and
it has been the most popular form of religious serv-
ices among the Sikhs for centuries. Today, it is an
important part of every gurdvara sevice and is al-
most an exclusive form of activity by many Sikh
groups. They hold unceasing exercises of the sing-
ing of Holy Scripture for an overnight or a week-
end. Akhand keertan jatha and Braham Bunga
Samagams are two prime examples but there are
many associations attempting to promote keertan.

The attraction of keertan is attributed to
the claims of its potency in reviving contempla-
tive consciousness. It offers an occasion for hear-
ing the Divine Word. It is said that by listening
and chanting of the transcendental reverberation
we can cleanse away all filth of mind and elimi-
nate all doubts within our hearts. This is a devo-
tional method of meditation and is recommended
in many faiths.

Absence of Any Gain.

There is no doubt that keertan may take
some to the spiritual highs, and one sees the first
sign of this ecstasy in the urge to sing along with
the cantors. We have seen this often to happen in
the Sikh congregations. However, for a great ma-
jority of devotees the scene is different. After a
life time of bodily participation in thousands of
congregation they feel that they really gained
nothing spritually. There is no awakening of di-
vine within and the divine consciousness is not in
sight. We are not alone in this observation; Guru
himself observed this lack of gain and vouchasfed
it in the scripture as :
fefa are3 a9 His Arg &7 urfoir

There are those who continue to sing kirtan

but are unable to taste the spiritual ecstasy in their
consciousness.

The scripture further attests to this fact by
saying that to many singers of the holy keertan
no gnosis is attained by listening to the teachings
of the Guru. The reason is this. Many listen no
the teaching of the Guru in the same manner that
an animal eats whatever comes, just to fill his belly
rather than deriving any intellectual benefit.

No gnosis is established in my mind after
religiously listening to the teachings of the true
Guru. I am listening to the teachings merely as a
beast does to food which he eats only to fill his
belly. .
~ The point is that for one whose mind is
too entangled in material life, it will take some
re-orientation of thoughts and practice of silence
to reach the spiritual platform where the divine
consciousness is visible. This paper is to tease out
some of the obstacles on the way to such as ec-

stasy.

Mind is Not Attentive

First and the foremost reason for not gain-
ing anything from the keertan is that whereas we
listen to the keertan in flesh our mind and con-
sciousness are not tuned to the listening. The scrip-
ture describes the inattentiveness of mind to the
keertan beautifully.

The faithless cynic sings religious songs
and tunes, and chants them but all this goes waste
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and is useless. O my fascinating Lord, let me not
listen to this sort of songs.

The Guru also writes that the aspect of
keertan that is heard only in flcsh is not necessar-
ily an ingredient of meditation. The keertan is a
wasteful exercise unless it leads to the true con-
templation. Here is the scriptural documentation
of this teaching of the Guru.

Mind Is Still-less

We go to the sangat or present ourselves
to the keertan-listening and, instead, find our wan-
dering mind to take over. This is the most trou-
bling characteristic of our mind that it tends not
to ever stand still to listen. The scripture says,

The human mind is restless (fickle, vola-
tile) and it keeps on running and rushing.

The restless nature of the human mind can
be very well felt during any attempt to listen to
the spiritual vocie via the keertan. Attempting to
listen to the keertan is very troubling example
where we wish to hold our thoughts still and do
not succeed. When we close our eyes in any at-
tempt to listen, we are amazed to discover a boiler
factory inside of us. As the Guru syas,
wata fenmyz mifsar Iaamir

Countless waves begins to trouble the hu-
man mind continuously. During every attempt to

listen or connect to the sabad, all sorts of thoughts
begin to flash through our mind, simple things
such as: did I turn off my Internet phone line ?
Did I turn off my car's heacligths? Did I put the
cat oustside? Other thoughts, not so simple or
unimportant, also come in. Thoughts of fear or
doubt, places and people, revenge and animosity,
and exorcism or sensuality are some of the other
examples. The reason for the unprecedented still-
less-ness is that our mind is created with instincts
that act like antennas scanning and picking up all
the voices of mental processes. The voices are
entertained not only from the outside world but
more so from the inside world. Guru describes
this as:

The Still-less-ness of mind is essentially
the classic psychology of modern person. It re-
lates to mental impulses that drive people cease-
lessly to run around in order to seek new experi-
ences and possessions without ever finding
fulfillment. The Guru describes this phenomennon
of mind in his words as:

The goal of spirituality
is betrayed when the mind roams around away
from the domain of the soul.

When the mind wavers and wanders bound
to blind worldly affairs, then the Creator Lord
does not come to reside in its.

As amatter of fact it is said that in the com-
pany of the restless mind we may erase the effec-
tiveness of any practice of good deeds or religious
disciplines. The reason is that the evil impulses
take charge and corrupt those well-meaning im-
pulses which urge us for undertaking those ac-
tivities.

Origin in Past Lives

Before we can venture to control
our mind and its thoughts, it is more appropriate
to first understand the basis of our mind's rest-
lessness. To wander in mind is neither your fault
nor mine. It is mostly the result of deep-rooted
habit of mind that we are born with. We bring
this habit with us from our evolutionary history
where the laws of jungle prevailed?. The role of
our evolutionary history in establishing many of
the habits of mind was discussed in a previous
article.” To be ceaseless is one of those habits of
mind.

It is well accepted that we spent many of
our previous lives in the form of lower and higher
animals. The animal world learns to constantly
take in information from its surrounding and
muscle thier reflexes to fight or flight at every
opportunity or challenge. Have you ever seen a
cat or rat sit still without a wandering mind ?
Childeren who wish to catch a frog or a bird know
teh speed and efficiency of these animals well,
which these animals exhibit in sensing any charge
in their surrounding. You may try an attempt to
kill a cockroach with a fly swatter and you will
notice the incredible ability of the animal to sense
your moves and intentions. When you go near a
seemingly quite bird or cockroach, it instantane-
ously takes notice of your coming and immedi-
ately takes a flight. Throw some food in a fish tank
and watch countless fish coming to fetch it in-
stantaneously as if they were expecting it. Ani-
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mals at all levels of evolution are always found to
be scanning their surroundings for any danger to
life or their possessins. They also scan for any
opportunity for food or other life necessities. The
human animal inherits these tendecies and car-
ries those with him/er to all human lives. The ini-
tiatives for the real purpose of the juman form are
lost in practicing those animal instincts.

The seeker makes all sorts of efforts, but is
unable to recite the Lord's Name. The reason be-
ing that this person has been wandering through
countless cycles of birth and death; he/she dies,
only to be born again to go through another life
experience. This way the countless lives were lived
as beasts, birds, stones and tress- their number
cannot be counted. During those lives the seeds
of habits are planted and the organism goes
through numerous experiences and reaps what is
sowed. They suffer the consequences of their own
actions. In the prison of the acquired habits and
instincts the jewel opportunity of this human life
is lost in the gamble, and God is not pleased with
him/er at all. Nanak in prayer says that the hu-
man are wandering in doubt, and their minds do
not find any rest, even for an instant.

During the evolutionary history, the in-
stincts of ceaseless attention to outside distrac-
tions would be very valuable for the survival of

the species. Thus the skill of spreading the mind
in all directions was practiced and preserved very
diligently during each form of life that we have
gone through, until this habit was thoroughly per-
fected and selected to be well enbedded in our
genetic codes. Just like it is in the animal world,
in the earlier forms of our human life continued
to build this animal trait. It ensured that we would
always be on the alert and on the lookout for any
danger or any opportunities. This trait would help
us obtain more things and to control more energy.
All of these instincts and their manifestation in
human behaviors would help us obtain more
things and to control more energy. All of these
instincts and their manifestation in human
behaviors should make our offspring and us move
viable. That was the intention of evolution. But
we must be cognizant of the price we have to pay
for this neat scheme of our genes. Like Faust, we
shall never rest contented or be still with what we
have achieved. Our mind will always be on the
run to scan every thought from inside, and every
real or imaginary sensation from outside. It eve-
ryday life, even in the more developed human
form, this Faustian dissatisfaction can be easily
documented.
